Province of Uganda.

History of the Diocese 

This Diocese was inaugurated on Aug. 26th 1984, after it was carved off from Rwenzori Diocese. 
The Rt. Rev. Zebedee Masereka, together with Mama Stella Masereka, became the first sitting 
Bishop. They served for 19 years before retiring on July 6th 2003 after passing over the mantle of 
leadership to Bishop Jackson Nzerebende and Mama Dorothy Nzerebende on the same day. 

The diagram below shows growth between 1984 – 2008. 
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Physical Geography 
High hills plus Mount Rwenzori and hot lowland area – Part of the great western rift valley, with 

several gorgeous water bodies. Two national parks: Queen Elizabeth in lowland and Rwenzori Park 
in the hills, leaving a very small strip/ corridor of land for human settlement and farming—a founda-
tion for land wrangles in the District 

 
Farming and Mining 

Coffee, cotton, and vanilla are the main cash crops, while food crops are mainly Bananas, cas-
sava, beans, maize, groundnuts, potatoes, vegetables, and fruits. We are blessed to have Mubuku as 
one of the most active irrigation scheme farm zones in the country. Copper mining in Kilembe has 
been going on since 1956, but was halted a couple of years ago, however salt harvesting and cement 
production are still flourishing. A cobalt plant is just behind St. Paul’s Cathedral. 

 
Mission sectors in the Diocese 

Our focus is mainly on: church planting, education, Health, and evangelism and Christian teach-
ing.

Five Talents Saving and Loan Scheme 
♦ Five Talents was started in April of 2002,  with 50 clients, and now has a capital loan of 

89,000,000 Uganda shillings.  

♦ Total clientele served is 828 — of which 407  female and 421 are male — in groups of at least five 
members; with  541 active clientele (145 groups) 

♦ It is making a great change in people’s lives 
               

Water and sanitation 
We have established 13 gravity water flow schemes and protect over 150 springs. We plan to es-

tablish 4 more gravity water flow schemes with over 80 standing taps this year. We have constructed 
several modern pit latrines at churches, schools, Health Centres and markets. The main purpose is to 
minimize cholera outbreaks in the Diocese by providing clean drinking water. 

 
Forestation 

We have been and are still involved with planting of  trees since 1992. We have planted mainly 
eucalyptus, acacias, coffee, and musizi, etc., and now we producing and planting grafted mangos, 
oranges, avocados, gravillia, and compound trees etc.  

However, the rate at which our population cuts down trees is far higher than that of planting new 
ones. The government policy of planting 5 new trees for every single tree you cut has not been 
grasped by our people.

MAJOR CHALLENGES IN THE DIOCESE 
 

Insurgency 
This diocese was hit by several waves of bloody insurgencies between the 1950’s and 2002.  That 

is why there are thousands of school-going aged orphans.  The situation is being worsened by killer 
diseases like malaria, HIV/AIDS, etc.  Over 180,000 were displaced for  the five year (1996-2002) 
period alone.   However, we return thanks to God for the peace and security we are now experienc-
ing in the entire district/Diocese. 

 
Human Population Growth 

The population of people in our diocese is growing at an alarming speed.  At the fertility rate of 
3.2, Kasese is believed to have the fastest growing population in Uganda.  Unfortunately this pre-
sents a worrying mismatch with the corridor piece of land gazetted for human settlement and farm-
ing in the district.   The family planning mobilization and lessons have been largely ignored. 

 
Poverty 

There is biting poverty in the entire district population of close to 700,000 people.  T he main 
causes of poverty here include declining food production, food security and prices which are too 
low.
